Students will choose the challenge they want to face and the direction of action according to their personal
affiliation. The workshop process is carried out individually and in teams, using "learning while doing" techniques
in relation to all stages of the project promotion - from analyzing challenges and opportunities, through decision-
making and presenting the project to relevant parties from the high-tech and third-sector industries. During the
workshop, emphasis is placed on creating opportunities for development of the venture and the participants
through meetings with industry parties, soft skills development and more.
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
